  Reflection Before The Service 

 

Would to God that the truths of these verses might burn themselves into 

our memories. It is a rare and holy privilege to observe the Divine Son of 

God not only formulating his prayers but formulating the grounds of his 

petitions.  These grounds reflect the essential unity of Father and Son, 

and reveal that Jesus’s prayers for his people (John 17) trace their 

argument back to the inscrutable purposes of Deity.   

 

When the Son of God himself has offered prayers for his followers, like 

these prayers, and when the prayers have been grounded, it is horrifying 

to remember that, in moments of weakness and doubt, we still 

rebelliously question the love of God for his own people.  This 

passage ought rather to engender the deepest and most stable faith, the 

most adoring gratitude.  The disciples of Jesus Christ are loved with a 

special love (John 14:16-20).

As you sent me into the WORLD, so I have sent them into the 

WORLD.

And for their sake I consecrate myself, that they
